Seed Label Requirements

All seed labels must have the following information:
1) Name of each kind and variety of seed in the package.
2) Lot number or other similar unique identification.
3) Name and address of the distributor.
4) [bookmark: _Hlk14853003]Percent of germination and the calendar month and year the test was done, except for vegetable and flower seeds for home gardens, which may state the year for which the seeds were packaged and the “sell by” year.

Agriculture and grass seed additional requirements:
1) Percent by weight of all crop seeds, weed seeds and inert material.
2) Percent of germination of agriculture seed, except for hard seed.
3) Percent of germination of and grass seed, except for hard seed.
4) Percent of weight of hard seed.
5) Origin (state or foreign country).
6) Name and percent of weight of any noxious weed.

Treated seed additional requirements:
1) Must state that the seeds have been treated.
2) Common chemical name of the applied substance.
3) Any cautionary statements if the substance is harmful to humans or vertebrate animals.
4) If substance is toxic, a poison statement or symbol must be on the label.
5) If an inoculant has been used, the date of expiration of the inoculant must be on the label.

Genetically engineered seeds additional requirements:
1) Must identify the traits or characteristics. 
2) Must list any safety requirements for handling, shipping and storage of the seeds.
3) Contact for further information (name and address of manufacturer, distributor or supplier of the seed).
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
