Acceptable biological treatment processes for biological soil amendments of animal origin that satisfy the microbial standard in § 112.55(b) for Salmonella species and fecal coliforms include:
(1) Static composting that maintains aerobic (i.e., oxygenated) conditions at a minimum of 131 ⁰F (55 ⁰C) for 3 consecutive days and is followed by adequate curing; and
(2) Turned composting that maintains aerobic conditions at a minimum of 131 ⁰F (55 ⁰C) for 15 days (which do not have to be consecutive), with a minimum of five turnings, and is followed by adequate curing (FSMA PSR § 112.54(b)).
